66th Soil and Water Conservation Districts Annual Conference

Indiana’s 92 local Soil and Water Conservation Districts, subdivisions of state government, are governed by a
board of five supervisors. Each SWCD develops and implements conservation programs based on a set of local
resource priorities, and channels resources from all levels of government and organizations into action at the local

level.

The Indiana Association of Soil & Water Conservation Districts is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization
representing 92 Indiana Soil and Water Conservation Districts. Their mission is to represent Soil and Water
Conservation Districts as one voice, and to assist the leadership of local SWCDs through coordination and education

for the wise use and management of our natural resources.

Each year, the IASWCD Annual Conference offers a unique learning and training opportunity for Soil and
Water Conservation District Supervisors, Staff, and Conservation Partners (such as state and federal agency staff).
Supervisors, along with administrative, educational and technical staff attend this conference every year to learn
about innovative technologies, current research, educational projects, and management issues relating to soil and
water conservation. Federal and state agency staff and other conservation related organizations participate and

network as well.

The 66th Soil and Water Conservation Districts Annual Conference will be held Monday, January 12 through
Wednesday, January 14, 2009 at the Hyatt Hotel in downtown Indianapolis.

The theme of this year’s conference is The Power of Conservation: Building a Sustainable Future.
Three days are planned around this theme, including 17 special interest sessions on Monday and Tuesday, and three
training sessions on Wednesday morning, January 14. They are all centered around four tracks: Conservation
Implementation, Watershed Management, Capacity Building and Outreach & Education
